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Agency News
Red Cross prepares for hurricane season

Now that hurricane season is here, the American Red
Cross recommends that every family develop a Family
Disaster Plan and put together a Family Disaster Supplies
Kit, including food and water. There are six basics you
should stock in your home. These can be taken with you if
you evacuate or used at home, especially during power out-
ages. The suggested items
are:

Water: one gallon of water
per person per day (two quarts
for drinking, two quarts for food
preparation/sanitation). Keep
at least a three-day supply of
water for each person in your
household.

Food: ready-to-eat canned
meats, fruits and vegetables; canned juices, milk, soup;
high energy foods such as peanut butter, jelly, crackers, trail
mix; vitamins; foods for infants, elderly or persons with spe-
cial diets; comfort/stress foods such as hard candy, cook-
ies, sweetened cereals, or instant coffee or tea.

First aid supplies: sterile bandages in assorted sizes,
scissors, antiseptic, thermometer, moistened towelettes,
cleansing agent/soap, sunscreen, non-prescription drugs

and extra prescription medications.

Tools and supplies: battery or hand crank radio and extra
batteries, flashlight and extra batteries, cash or traveler's
checks, non-electric can opener, fire extinguisher, plastic
sheeting and personal hygiene items.

Clothing and bedding: rain gear, blankets or sleeping
bags, sturdy shoes and sunglasses.

Special items: baby items such as formula, diapers, bot-
tles; special items for adults such as prescription medica-
tions, insulin and supplies, denture needs, extra eye glass-
es; pet needs such as food, water, pet toys; important fam-
ily documents (which should be kept in a waterproof,
portable container) such as wills, insurance policies, deeds,
social security cards, bank account numbers, credit card
account numbers and companies, inventory of valuable
household goods and family records.

South Central Mississippi Red Cross Chapter Emergency
Services Chair Freeman Parker said, "Families will cope
best by preparing for disaster before it strikes. By devel-
oping a plan and gathering supplies in advance, your fami-
ly can endure an evacuation or home confinement.”
